Highlights:
Country average of bright sunshine hour was 5.32hours per day during the last week.

Country average of free water loss during the previous week was averaged 3.43 mm per day.
Weather forecast and Advisory for the period of 03.08.2014 to 09.08.2014.

Bright sunshine hour is expected to be between 3.50 to 4.50 hours per day during this week.
Average of free water loss during the next week is expected to be between 2.75 mm to 3.75 mm per day.

e A low has formed over Northwest Bay and adjoining Bangladesh-West Bengal Coast. Under its
influence, steep pressure gradient lies over North Bay. The axis of monsoon trough runs through
Rajasthan, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, West Bengal, Centre of the low, thence northeastwards
to Assam across central part of Bangladesh. Monsoon is active over Southern part and fairly active
over Northern part of Bangladesh and strong elsewhere over North Bay.

e Moderate (10-22 mm) rain/thundershower may occur at most places over Barisal, Chittagong,
Khulna and Sylhet divisions and many places elsewhere over the country with a chance of isolated
heavy (44-88 mm) falls at places with temporary gusty wind at coastal regions during this period.

e Slight fall in day and night temperature is expected over the country during this period.

e Weather condition of this week may be favourable for transplantation of T. Amon crops.

e Weather of this week may be favourable for harvesting and retting jute crop.

Light to heavy rainfall was recorded over the country during the period.

Maximum rainfall 248 mm was recorded at Sandwip in Chittagong division, which was 13% above normal and minimum
rainfall 4 mm was recorded at Rangpur in Rangpur division which was 98% below normal.

Highest maximum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 30.3-35.5°C Chittagong Division 28.4-35.3°C, Sylhet
Division 31.8-36.8°C, Rajshahi Division 29.5-37.7°C, Rangpur Division 31.0-36.4°C Khulna Division 30.2-34.6°C and Barisal
Division 29.2-34.0°C.

Extreme maximum temperature was recorded at Mymensing&Tangail in Dhaka Division 35.5°C at Rangamati in

Chittagong Division 35.3°C, at Sylhet in Sylhet Division 36.8°C, at Rajshahi in Rajshahi Division 37.7°C at Dinajpur in
Rangpur Division 36.4°C at Chuadanga in Khulna Division 34.6°C and at Barisal in Barisal Division 34.0°C.

Lowest minimum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 25.4-28.0°C, Chittagong Division 24.4-28.0°C, in Sylhet
Division 24.0-27.9°C, in Rajshahi Division 23.5-27.8°C, in Rangpur Division 24.0-26.90C, in Khulna Division 25.0-28.1°C and
in Barisal Division 24.5-27.7°C

Extreme minimum temperature was recorded at Dhaka in Dhaka Division 27.9°C, at Feni in Chittagong Division 23.5°C, at
Sylhet in Sylhet Division 24.0°C, at Ishurdi & Bogra in Rajshahi Division 25.0°C, at Dinajpur in Rangpur division 24.0°C, at
Khulna & Satkhira in Khulna Division 25.5 °C and at Barisal in Barisal Division 27.7°C.
