The low over Andaman Sea and adjoining area moved westwards and intensified into a depression
over North Andaman Sea and adjoining area. It is likely to intensify further and will move in west-
northwesterly direction further. Monsoon axis runs through Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Gangetic
West Bengal to Assam across southern part of Bangladesh. Monsoon is fairly active over southern
part of Bangladesh and less active over northern part of Bangladesh and moderate over North Bay.
Light (4-10 mm) to moderate (10-22mm) rain/ thunder showers accompanied by temporary
gusty/squally wind may occur at many places over Khulna & Chittagong divisions and few
places elsewhere over the country with a chance of isolated moderately heavy (22-44 mm)
falls at the coastal regions of the country during this period.

Slight rise in day and night temperature is expected to occur over the Northern part of the
country and day and night temperature may remain nearly unchanged over the southern
part of the country during this period.
