Highlights:
Country average of bright sunshine hour was 6.61 hours per day during the last week.

Country average of free water loss during the previous week was averaged 3.79 mm per day.
Weather forecast and Advisory for the period of 08.09.2014 to 14.09.2014.

Bright sunshine hour is expected to be between 4.75 to 5.75 hours per day during this week.
Average of free water loss during the next week is expected to be between 3.0 mm to 4.0 mm per day.

e The axis of monsoon trough runs through Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan, West
Bengal and thence northeastwards to Assam across northern part of Bangladesh. Another trough
extends to North East Bay. Monsoon is fairly active over Bangladesh and moderate to strong
elsewhere over North Bay.

e Light (4-10 mm) to moderate (10-22 mm) rain/thundershower may occur at many places over Sylhet
and Chittagong divisions and few places elsewhere over the country with a chance of isolated
moderately heavy (22-44 mm) falls at places with temporary gusty wind at one or two places of
coastal regions during this period.

e Rainfall activities may reduce gradually over the country during this period.

e Day and night temperature may remain nearly unchanged over the country during this period.

e Farmers of flood affected areas are requested to transplant short duration variety of T. Amon crop
immediate after recede of the flood water.

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Short Weather Description, Period: 01.09.2014 to 07.09.2014

Light to moderate rainfall was recorded over the country during the period.

Maximum rainfall 158 mm was recorded at Sylhet in Sylhet division, which was 15% above normal and minimum rainfall 1
mm was recorded at Dhaka in Dhaka division which was 98% below normal.

Highest maximum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 31.0-34.6°C Chittagong Division 28.7-34.8°C, Sylhet
Division 31.6-35.9°C, Rajshahi Division 31.6-35.2°C, Rangpur Division 32.1-35.0°C Khulna Division 30.4-34.5°C and Barisal
Division 30.3-33.5°C.

Extreme maximum temperature was recorded at Mymensing in Dhaka Division 34.6°C at Rangamati in Chittagong Division
34.8°C, at Sylhet in Sylhet Division 35.9°C, at Rajshahi in Rajshahi Division 35.2°C at Dinajpur in Rangpur Division 35.0°C at
Khulna & Chuadanga in Khulna Division 34.5°C and at Patuakhali in Barisal Division 33.5°C.

Lowest minimum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 24.8-27.9°C, Chittagong Division 23.5-27.0°C, in Sylhet
Division 23.5-27.0°C, in Rajshahi Division 25.0-27.4°C, in Rangpur Division 25.2-27.6°C, in Khulna Division 24.8-26.9°C and
in Barisal Division 24.0-26.5°C’

Extreme minimum temperature was recorded at Madaripur in Dhaka Division 24.8°C, at Rangamati in Chittagong Division
23.5°C, at Sylhet in Sylhet Division 23.5°C, at Ishurdi in Rajshahi Division 25.0°C, at Dinajpur in Rangpur division 25.2°C, at
Chuadanga in Khulna Division 24.8 °C and at Bhola in Barisal Division 24.0°C.
