Highlights:
Country average of bright sunshine hour was 1.45 hours per day during last week.

Country average of free water loss during the previous week was averaged 2.27mm per day.
Weather Forecast and Advisory for the Period of 23.07.2015 to 31.07.2015.

Bright sunshine hour is expected to be between 1.75 to 2.75 hours per day during this week.
Average of free water loss during the next week is expected to be between 2.0 mm to 3.0 mm per day.

e The axis of monsoon trough runs through Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Bihar, West Bengal
and thence northeastwards to Assam across central part of Bangladesh. One of its associated
troughs extends to Northwest Bay. Monsoon is fairly active over Bangladesh and moderate
elsewhere over North Bay.

e Light (04-10 mm) to moderate (10-22 mm) rain/thunder shower with temporary gusty or squally
wind may occur at most places over the country and moderately heavy (22-44 mm) to heavy (44-88
mm) falls at places over Southern parts of the country during this period. Rainfall activities may
decrease over the country during the second half of this period.

e Day and night temperatures may remain nearly unchanged over the country during the first half
and slight rise in day and night temperature are expected over the country during the second half
of this period.

Short Weather Description, Period: 15.07.2015 to 21.07.201

Light to heavy rainfall was recorded over the country during the period.

Maximum rainfall 376 mm was recorded at Khepupara in Barisal division which was 139% above normal and
minimum rainfall 16 mm was recorded at Bogra in Rangpur division which was 81% below normal.

Highest maximum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 26.7-33.0°C, Chittagong Division 26.0-33.5°C, Sylhet
Division 27.0-33.7°C, Rajshahi Division 28.4-34.0°C, Rangpur Division 27.7-34.7°C Khulna Division 28.5-34.2°C and
Barisal Division 28.2-33.4°C.

Extreme maximum temperature was recorded at Faridpur in Dhaka Division 33.0°C, at Rangamati in Chittagong
Division 33.5°C, at Srimongal in Sylhet Division 33.7°C, at Rajshahi in Rajshahi Division 34.0°C, at Rangpur in Rangpur
Division 34.7°C, at Jessore in Khulna Division 34.2°C and at Patuakhali in Barisal Division 33.4°C.

Lowest minimum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 24.5-27.5°C, Chittagong Division 24.2-28.8°C, Sylhet
Division 24.5-25.5°C, Rajshahi Division 25.0-28.0°C, Rangpur Division 24.4-27.6°C, Khulna Division 24.2-29.2°C and
Barisal Division 24.5-29.4°C

Extreme minimum temperature was recorded at Tangail in Dhaka Division 24.5°C, at Rangamati & Sandwip in
Chittagong Division 24.2°C, at Sylhet in Sylhet Division 24.5°C, at Bogra in Rajshahi Division 25.0 °C, at Dinajpur in
Rangpur division 24.4°C, at Chuadanga in Khulna Division 24.2°Cand at Bhola &Khepupara in Barisal Division 24.5°C.
