Monsoon axis runs through Rajsthan, Hariana, Uttar Prodesh, Bihar, West Bengal thence Northeast wards to
Assam accross central part of Bangladesh. One of its associated trough extends to Northwest Bay. Monsoon
is active over Bangladesh and strong elsewhere over North Bay.

Under the influence of active South West monsoon, moderate (10-22 mm) to moderately heavy (22-44 mm)

rain/thunder showers accompanied by temporary gusty/squally wind may occur at most places over
Chittagong, Barisal, Sylhet divisions with a chance of heavy (44-88 mm) to very heavy (88mm>) falls at many
places over the coastal regions of Bangladesh and light (4-10mm) to moderate (10-22 mm) rain/thunder
showers accompanied by temporary gusty/squally wind may occur at many places elsewhere over the country
during the first half of this period.

Day and night temperature may be below normal by 1-3°C during the first half and slight rise in day and night
temperature is expected over the country during the second half of this period.

Weather condition of Northern part and adjoining middle part of Bangladesh during this week may be suitable
for application of fertilizer on standing crop.
