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1.0 METEOROLOGICAL SITUATION

1.1. SYNOPTIC SITUATION:

The ITD’s average surface position for the dekad has experienced a northward movement, virtually over the Gambia then ascending through central river region to north eastern Senegal, northern Mali onto northern Niger and Chad.

To the north of the ITD, dust haze has been observed over Mauritania and Algeria. Elsewhere over this region, dry and stable atmosphere prevailed. 
Conversely, convective activities prevailed to the south of the ITD. Frequent reoccurrence of thundery activities and/or substantial rain accumulation were markedly observed over Ghana, Nigeria, Guinea, Ivory Coast, Burkina Faso and Togo.  

1.2. WEATHER SUMMARY FOR THE GAMBIA

Variably cloudy, dry and stable atmosphere was observed throughout the country except at Basse which had 16.5mm of rain in mid dekad. The coastal areas have been comfortable in the mornings, warm in the afternoons and mild in the evenings. Inland areas were warm and humid. 

1.3. OUTLOOK FOR THE NEXT DEKAD (21st to 30th June 2016)
Partly to mostly cloudy and humid with chances of thunderstorms will be observed over the country. The eastern sectors of the country are expected to experience light to moderate rains.

2.0 AGROMETEOROLOGICAL SITUATION

2.1 RAINFALL SITUATION

The rainfall situation in this dekad is still very low, with few stations in the Eastern Third registering significant rainfall amounts. Basse recorded the highest dekadal total of 16.5mm and Fatoto recorded 11.5mm. Elsewhere in the Country records were either trace or in most cases no rainfall at all.

2.2 Temperature


Average temperatures recorded across the country varied between 26oC and 38oC in the Western Third and between 29.0 oC and 31 oC in the rest of the Country. Minimum temperatures varied between 15.0 to 23.0°C over the entire country, whereas Maximum temperatures varied between 35oC in the Western Third to 42oC over the rest of the country.

2.3 Winds

Average wind speeds recorded during this dekad were generally moderate across the country. However; there was maximum gust of 31km/h recorded over the Middle Third of the Country.

2.4 Sunshine

Sunshine duration on average was at 8 hours countrywide.

2.5 Relative Humidity

Relative humidity during this dekad was between 50 to 60% over the entire country.

4.0 AGRICULTURAL SITUATION

The major Agricultural activity in this region is clearing of farm lands. However harvesting of some vegetable crops like onions, pepper, egg plant and shallot is ongoing. Some vegetable growers are also transplanting pepper fields. There are some project interventions ongoing in this region geared to helping the farming community such as the building of stores and fencing by GICAV for some communities, the construction of Market at Ndemban by NEMA etc.

Planting of dry season cereals (early millet) is still in progress, farmers are also involved in clearing of their farm lands and also application of farm yard manure. There is also some vegetable gardening going on in this region.
