2.1 RAINFALL SITUATION

The rainy season is progressing steadily; most places have registered significant rainfall amounts favorable for some sowing activities. The Eastern Third records the highest amount of 77.9mm in Basse, in the Middle Third Kaur recorded 41.6mm highest in the region, whereas in the Western Third Sibanor recorded the highest, 49.6mm as shown graphically in Figure 1a.

Seasonal total in the Eastern Third stand at 97.5mm and 43.9 mm in Basse and Fatoto respectively whilst in the Middle Third, Kaur recorded the highest seasonal total of 42.4mm.In the Western Third 49.6mm was recorded over Sibanor being the highest. Figure 1b

 2.2 RAINFALL COMPARISMS

The Country average as of 30th June 2016, stands at 362.5mm, 120% above the country average for last year (30th June 2015; 161.2mm), and 15% below the long term mean (1981-2010; 429.9mm). This shows that this year we had earlier rains than last year, as most of the Western Third did not receive rain by the end of June 2015.
2.3 Temperature


Average temperatures were between 28oC and 30oC across the country. Maximum temperatures varied between 35oC in the Western Third, and 38oC to 39 oC in the Eastern and Middle Thirds respectively. Minimum temperatures were between 19oC in the Western Third to 25oC in the Eastern Third of the country.

2.4 Winds

Winds were moderate to strong with maximum speed of 64km/hr observed over the Middle Third of the country, where some structural were damages as a result of these strong winds.
2.5 Sunshine Duration

Average sunshine duration across the country was above 6hours. 
2.6 Relative Humidity

The average Relative Humidity (RH) was above 50% countrywide. This indicates there is high moisture content in the atmosphere favorable for rain situations.

WEST COAST REGION

Farmers in this region are predominantly engaged in ploughing and some clearing of upland fields, sowing for major crops like late millet, groundnut and maize is in progress. Vegetable gardening is also ongoing.
NORTH BANK REGION

Agricultural activities in this region are mainly sowing of early millet and few clearing on the rice fields. Wet season vegetable gardening is also in progress. 
LOWER RIVER REGION
