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1. METEOROLOGICAL SITUATION

1.1. SYNOPTIC SITUATION
On average, the mean surface position of the ITD fluctuated over northern Senegal, stretching 
across southern Mali, northern Burkina Faso and slanting onto southern Niamey.

Places to the north of this position, especially the Sahel region were dry and stable with dust haze occurred over Mali, Niamey, Mauritania and Algeria. To the south, scattered convective activities characterized the weather over Ivory Coast, Burkina Faso, Benin, Ghana and the Gulf of Guinea States resulting to rain and thunderstorms over some places.

1.2 .WEATHER   SUMMARY FOR THE   GAMBIA

Partly to variably cloudy, warm and relatively humid atmosphere with raindrops affected places during the later part of the dekad.

1.3.    WEATHER OUTLOOK FOR THE   NEXT DEKAD (May 21 – 31st, 2015)
Partly /variably cloudy, warm and humid atmosphere with chances of rain and / or thunderstorms are expected to prevail over the eastern parts of the country during the period.

Like in the previous dekad there was no rainfall recorded throughout the country.

Mean temperature vary between  27°C and 29°C in the Western Third, 28°C and 30°C in the Middle Third; and 32°C and 33°C in the Eastern Third of the Country. However, the lowest minimum temperature of 16°C was recorded in the Western Third, whilst 23°C was recorded in the Middle and Eastern Thirds respectively.
2.3 WINDS

Winds were generally light to moderate across the country.

2.4 SUNSHINE DURATION

Sunshine duration was 9 hours on average country wide.

Mean Relative Humidity (RH) was above 60% in almost all the regions.
