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1.0 METEOROLOGICAL SITUATION
The average surface position of the ITD during this dekad remained quasi-stationary; oscillating over southern Senegal, central Mali, onto southern Niger and Chad.

To the north of the ITD, dust haze has been observed over Mauritania, Algeria and northern Mali. Elsewhere over north of the ITD, the atmosphere was generally stable. Conversely, convective activities prevailed to the south of the ITD; over eastern Senegal, Burkina Faso, southern Mali and the Gulf of Guinea States especially over Ivory Coast, Guinea, Liberia, Ghana, Togo and Nigeria.

1.1 WEATHER SUMMARY FOR THE GAMBIA
Partly cloudy to mostly cloudy and relatively cool atmosphere prevailed in the mornings, becoming warm and partly sunny in the afternoons during the period. The key phenomenon was an increased in humidity values.

1.2 OUTLOOK FOR THE NEXT DEKAD

As the ITD is expected to move further north possibly reaching The Gambia to the east, there is a 50% chance of thundery activities over this region. Humidity will generally increase over the country. The western sectors will be partly cloudy and warm in the afternoons. 

2.0 AGROMETEOROLOGICAL SITUATION
2.1 RAINFALL SITUATION
The rainfall situation in this dekad showed some parts of the country recording few millimeters of rain. Figures reported were 9.5mm over Sapu highest in the Middle Third, Kaur and Kerewan recorded 0.8mm and 0.4mm respectively. However other parts of the country recorded traces of rain. Although the rainy season is yet to be fully established, but this situation is different from last year as there was rainfall record last year during the same period.
2.2 Temperature


Recorded average temperatures across the country varied between 30oC in the Western Third and 34oC to 36 oC in the Middle and Eastern Thirds of the country respectively. Lowest minimum temperatures also varied between 14°C in the Western Third, and 23°C and 24°C in the Middle and Eastern Thirds of the country. Extreme temperatures were 40°C in the Western Third, 41°C in the Eastern Third, and 44°C in the Middle Third of the country respectively. 
2.3 Winds

Winds were generally light to moderate in speed across the country, with a mean speed of 26km/h highest over the Middle Third. Maximum gust recorded were also across the Middle Third of about 35km/h
2.4 Sunshine Duration
 Sunshine duration on average was 9hours in the Western Third to 11hours of sunlight over the rest of the country.
2.5 Relative Humidity

Relative Humidity RH in this dekad varies. Average RH in the Middle Third was below 50% and over 50% over the Eastern and Western Thirds.

4.3 Livestock
The Livestock situation in the Country has started to turn bad due to the indiscriminate burning of the bushes in preparation for the rainy season and inadequate shrubs for browsing. As A result of the above mentioned factors, Clinical treatment figures have scaled up some species e.g. Sheep and Goats and declined a bit for others e.g. cattle in some regions. Clinical treatment for CRR-N were 89 heads of cattle 57 goats 53 Sheep 151 horses 31 Donkeys were treated for suspected cases of multiple diseases. 

LRR reported that 95 heads of cattle, 201 Sheep, 113 goats, 152 horses, 71 donkeys and 8 dogs were treated. Clinical treatment for CRR-S, 146 heads of cattle 104 Sheep 75 horses’ 124 goats and 19 donkeys were treated. URR clinical treatment figures for cattle 213 Sheep128 goats 56 horses 49 donkeys were treated during April,2016. Clinical treatment figures for NBR Cattle 153 Goats 78,Sheep 87 horses 219 and 39 donkeys. Clinical treatment figures for WCR were 114 Cattle 65 Goats 94 Sheep 72 horses and 46 donkeys were treated during May, 2016. 

It is pertinent to note that the clinical cases received in the 3rd dekad of May, were suspected cases of various diseases .The Department of Livestock Services will not relent in its drive to curb the menace of animal diseases in the Country.
