Highest evapo-transpiration rate at the E.T. Joshua
Airport was (4.368 mm/day) on the 12th, On the last
day of the month, partly cloudy skies turned cloudy
as a funnel cloud moved between St. Vincent and
Bequia. The feature disappeared in light showers.
Sea swells were moderate to rough in open waters,
triggering small craft advisories and warnings.
Saharan dust reduced visibility occasionally in the
second and third week of the month.
